Sunday, December 3, 2023

Theme: “The Most Wonderful Time of the Year”
Bring entries to the Parkside on Sunday, between 11:30 am and 12:30 at which time judging will begin.

SECTION A - Floral Design

CLASS:

1. “Scent of Fresh Evergreens” — a wreath using fresh plant material...may use up to 20% dried
material

2. “Memories” — a wreath using any dried plant material

3 “Welcome Friends” - wall or door décor, not a wreath, using fresh and/or dried plant material
4. “Soft Light” — a design in, or around a lantern

5 “Gently Falling Snow” — a design in mostly white using fresh and/or dried plant

material (may be silver, grey, or cream hues)
“Yuletide Log,” — a design incorporating a candle(s)
“Hot Chocolate”- an arrangement in a mug
“Sleigh Ride” — a design using any type of sleigh

NOTES: - Unless otherwise stated, all materials used in design must be fresh... (never use artificial flowers
or greenery).
- All entries must consist of at least 75% natural material (need not be homegrown)...* except
for # 3, which may incorporate a container/structure that may be up to 50% of the design.
- Suitable accessories (bows, bells, figurines, etc.) are allowed, up to 25% of total design content.
- Sprayed cones/branches are allowed in floral designs (paint, snow, glitter, etc.) but not plastic.
- Wreaths may be oval, square, etc...not necessarily round.

SECTION B - Festive Features

CLASS:

1. Hand-made Tree Ornament

2. Painting - framed or stretched canvas (watercolour, acrylic, pastel, mixed media, etc.)
3. Textile Art (stitching, quilting, weaving, felting, etc.)

4, Hand-made Greeting Card

SECTION C - Photography

CLASS:

1._ A snowy scene with one brightly-coloured subject (bow, berries, bird(s), mailbox, wreath, etc.)
2. Icicles

3. A country scene after a snowstorm

4, Snow-covered berries and/or seed pods and/or branches (can be frost or ice)

5. Winter fun (skates, snowshoes, skis, etc. but no people!)

6. Winter wildlife ... bird(s) or mammal(s)

7. Frost patterns on a window

8. A decorated front entrance (door, window, planters, etc.) ... outside view!



9. OPEN CLASS - a photo of a decorated front entrance altered/enhanced in some way...use your
imagination and digital, or creative skills.

10. THE THREE SEASONS COLLECTION - Your favourite view, location, or subject (path, bench) in a
garden or park setting, showing the change in any three seasons. Standard size photos, unframed,
but mounted on a sheet of feather board, or construction paper, or bristol board.
